< Vietnam(62.8%) supported the open border policy the most, while Japan(4.9%) supported it the least.

+ About 40 percent of the respondents are willing to pay higher taxes to stimulate faster development in bo
th their own country as well as in other Asian countries.

< India(72.2%) and Hong Kong(49.3%) showed the highest level of agreement rate to pay higher taxes for fas
ter Asian development, while Japan(17.9%) and Singapore(25.1%) showed a relatively lower rate.

+ Most respondents want to see improvements in ‘Employment and the people’s livelihoods’(49.3%) and ‘t
he education system’(45.6%).

< Hong Kong, Singapore, Indonesia, and Vietham selected ‘Employment and livelihood’ as the most necessar

y improvement for governments to strive for.

< On the other hand, those in China and the Philippines identified ‘reducing corruption and bureaucracy’ as th

e most necessary improvement.
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% Key expectations of the respondents for the next generation of leaders are: ‘reforming/developing econo
my’, ‘creating jobs’, ‘showing strong leadership’, ‘removing corruption’, ‘being open-minded/democratic/I

iberal’, and ‘taking care of people/putting people first before their own interests’.
